NOTE: For the B.G.S. degree, students must complete, in addition to the core
curriculum, a minimum of 78 hours of electives, including at least 39 hours at the
advanced level (3000- or 4000-level courses). Some advanced course work is
available online. At least 39 hours of advanced work for which tuition is paid
must be earned at WTAMU, and 30 of the final 36 hours counted toward the
degree must be earned at WTAMU. A maximum of 36 hours in one academic
discipline can count toward this degree. A maximum of six semester hours in
religion and six semester hours in physical education (PHED) courses can count
toward a baccalaureate degree.

lTwenty—four of the 36 hours in academic concentrations must be advanced
(3000- or 4000-level). There are no restrictions on how advanced hours are
distributed throughout the academic concentrations requirement. Only six hours
of core curriculum classes can be applied to the academic concentrations
requirements.
