No more than 60 semester hours in art (ARTS)
can be counted toward this degree. A maximum of six semester hours in religion
(RELI) and a maximum of six semester hours in physical education (PHED) courses
can count toward a baccalaureate degree.

ATransfer & WT GPA combined must be 2.75.
